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The Nuova Orchestra Scarlatti was formed following the break-up of the Orchestra Scarlatti RAI and making its debut on March 21, 1993 at the Auditorium RAI in Naples with a concert conducted by John Neschling, broadcast both on Radiotre and RAITRE television.

Since 1994 the NOS has been active in Naples and Campania holding events and periodic concert cycles such as the ”Baroque Festival and…”, the “Musical Spring”and “Musical Autumn”, and the New Year’s Concert (in Naples and at the royal palace of Caserta) etc. 

In parallel, the orchestra has held numerous concerts in important centres both in Italy and abroad, from Rome to Belgrade, Geneva to Luxembourg, Berlin to Saint Petersburg, with a repertory ranging from Baroque to contemporary music (the first performance of works by Ivan Vàndor, Giacomo Manzoni, Ennio Morricone etc). The NOS also promotes the musical heritage of the Neapolitan School in Italy and the world with performances of the opera Nina ossia la pazza per amore by Paisiello (Leuciana Festival), the first modern performance of the cantata of Domenico Cimarosa Il trionfo della fede, in collaboration with Roberto De Simone in March 1999, and the Concerto per Caterina II di Russia, held on October 15, 2003 at the Theatre of the Court of the Hermitage at Saint Petersburg and then in Moscow with a programme of 18th century music edited by Roberto de Simone.

In June, 2004, the orchestra held a tournée in Lebanon and in the following July participated in the performance of Mozart’s Il Ratto dal Serraglio directed by Roberto De Simone and conducted by Leopold Hager at Villa Favorita in Ercolano. 

The orchestra has also performed as guest on several occasions at one of the most prestigious musical events in Italy, the Ravello Festival beginning in 2007 and 2008 with two Dawn Concerts. In the course of its activities the NOS has also forged collaborations with such musicians as Krzysztof Penderecki, Aldo Ciccolini, Lu Jia, Yoram David, Laura De Fusco, Katia Ricciarelli, and has ventured beyond the bounds of classical music with artists such as Lucio Dalla, Edoardo Bennato, Franco Battiato, Goran Bregovic, Dionne Warwick, Noa e Andrea Bocelli. It has made live recordings for the Nuova Era of the 18th century Amor vuol sofferenza by Leonardo Leo conducted in its first modern performance by Daniele Giulio Moles (Festival di Martina Franca). It has recorded concerts for RAI SAT with programmes ranging from Rossini to Respighi and has recorded a CD and broadcast a concert of 19th century Italian music for the Japanese NHK. It has recorded with Stradivarius Destinazione del Sangue, a poetry-musical by Christian Carrara with lyrics by Davide Rondini inspired by the martyrdom of Saint Paul in Rome
The Nuova Orchestra Scarlatti conceived and performed two great concerts for Peace in the Middle East  (promoted by the City of Naples and the Campania Region) in Jerusalem and in Ramallah in the Palestinian Territories (2005).

Amongst their most important international commitments have been two opera concerts held with the Foundation of the San Carlo Theatre of Naples for the inauguration of the Italy-China year: in Bejing at the Concert Hall of the Forbidden City on January 19, 2006 broadcast by Chinese national television, and in Tianjin at the Great Hall of People on January 21, 2006.

The Nuova Orchestra Scarlatti performs most of its concerts at the RAI Auditorium of Naples (where it has held many concerts in the cycle of Music in Autumn and ConcertoforAll - Music for the Social), the Teatro Mediterraneo of the Mostra d’Oltremare, the Diocesan Museum of Naples, the Basilica of San Giovanni Maggiore and the Church of Saints Marcellino e Festo at the University of Federico II in Naples.
